Schulich Leader Scholarships

Launched in 2012, this $100+ million scholarship fund provides up to 100 undergraduate
scholarships each year, across top Canadian universities. The most promising students can
pursue their dreams and become the next global pioneers in Science, Technology, Engineering
and Math (STEM). Successful applicants could receive up to $120 000 scholarship if pursuing an
engineering degree and $100 000 scholarship if pursuing science, technology, or math degree.

To be eligible, students need to be on track to graduate in the 2025/2026 academic school year;
be a Canadian citizen or permanent resident; and plan to enroll in an eligible STEM program at
one of the partner universities listed here. Additionally, students must meet the following
criteria: academic excellence; evidence of leadership, charisma, and creativity; and be
entrepreneurial-minded and intend to pursue a career in either technology, engineering,




entrepreneurship and business enterprise, or applied scientific research. Strong consideration is
given for students with financial need.

1-2 page outline to your guidance counsellor by Friday, January 16, 2026 that indicates how
you meet the following criteria:

e Academic excellence

e Entrepreneurial leadership in science, technology, engineering, or math
